 Along the way they declare bourbon a “Booze of Contemplation,” tea a “Secret of 

Mornings,” and his friend Lane’s Persian blue eyes a “Weapon of Hypnosis.” As they drive cross 

country, they realize a girl they first saw playing a flute in a quarry seems to be following them. 

Coincidence or trouble brewing? In the end, it’s a race to the finish line.

Bissonette said he created the treasure hunt for fun. “I wanted to shake up my life and 

do something different.” 

And, he admits there’s a deeper reason. “For four decades I’ve been helping people 

mine their inner treasures of creativity, resourcefulness, and ingenuity, because with them you 

can achieve any goal,” said Bissonette, president of personal development publisher Learning 

Strategies. 

The problem is inertia. “Getting off the couch!” said Bissonette. “The treasure lures you 

from your couch to tap the vast resources of the inner mind. It’s a fun way to engage in your 

own growth without realizing you’re on an inner treasure hunt. And one with a substantial cash 

prize.”
